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Abstract
 

This first plenary will present a framework for understanding the value of faculty as academic advisors for our institutions. Through recognizing the relationship of academic advising to our institution’s primary mission of teaching and learning, we can build and reenergize our advising and encourage our students’ learning. In this session, the history and theory of advising will be reviewed, and a framework for understanding academic advising as learning will be presented. Examining both the curricular and pedagogical implications of viewing advising as learning provides a context in which to discuss other topics in this seminar including faculty advisor development, evaluation and rewards.
