Each member paired up with another member to discuss the peer advising/mentoring activity that would constitute a best practice or discuss how they have overcome any barriers they have encountered. Lastly, Dana mentioned she would post a peer advising and mentoring tool kit on the NACADA presentation website. This item was posted the week after the conference. The information was almost e-mailed to the commission members. The meeting adjourned at 11:00am
