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WHAT ARE commissions and interest 
groups?

Groups of NACADA members who share 
a similar interest or focus—for example, 
adult learners, assessment of advising, 
multicultural concerns, faculty advising, 
small colleges, advising military students 
and dependents, advising students with 
disabilities, technology, two-year colleges, 
distance education advising, study abroad 
advising, liberal arts advisors, advising high 
achieving students . . . and many more. 

Commissions propose and facilitate activities, 
networking and resources to advance the 
professional development of members while 
focusing on a specific area. Interest Groups 
focus on specific issues or represent a 
particular interest of NACADA members,  
but have no formal governance role.

WHAT ROLE do commissions and 
interest groups play in NACADA?

Commissions and Interest Groups 
communicate the needs of their groups to 
Division Representatives, identify areas 
for professional development, network via 
list serves, and meet during the annual fall 
conference. Commissions also participate in 
the selection of presentations for the annual 
conference.

In short, Commissions and Interest Groups 
are an important part of the glue that holds 
NACADA together and offer members a 
variety of avenues to meet their professional 
needs and specific interests within the field 
of academic advising.
