Three Components of Quality Advising 

· Informational - What advisors need to know (includes internal and external environment, student needs, and advisor self knowledge) 
· Relational - The skills advisors need to possess in order to do their jobs effectively 

· Conceptual - What advisors must understand
“Without understanding (conceptual elements) there is no context for the delivery of service.  Without information, there is no substance to advising.
