Eastern Michigan University responses to the Program Questionnaire
1.  Initial teacher certification is available through a post-baccalaureate undergraduate program.  Special Education majors follow a graduate program, which leads to a master’s degree.
2.  The admission criteria are: 2.5 cumulative GPA in all baccalaureate work, passing MTTC Basic Skills scores, letter of recommendation, personal statement, and moral turpitude question.  Special Education majors also take the GRE.

3.  Currently 759 students are admitted and enrolled in the undergraduate post-baccalaureate initial teacher certification program.  I do not have a count on the special education majors.

4. Students who do not meet the GPA requirement can complete a second bachelor degree.  The GPA from the second bachelor degree will be used to determine eligibility.  Students who have not yet passed the Basic Skills test can begin classes under non-degree status.

5.  There are 996 official programs of study on file.
6.  No, there are specific general education requirements.  However, students can use baccalaureate coursework to meet requirements. 
7.  There are 36 specified general education hours in elementary and 27 specified in secondary.  The rest come from the student’s baccalaureate program.  Please see the general education requirements on the attached elementary and secondary programs of study.

8.  There are typically 47 professional education semester hours in elementary including student teaching and 38 professional education semester hours in secondary including student teaching.  Please see the attached elementary and secondary programs of study.

9.  One hundred clock hours of pre-student teaching are required before student teaching.  All hours must be within three years of student teaching and be in an age appropriate/learning environment.  Sixty of the 100 hours are completed in field experience classes where a student is placed in a classroom for his/her major.  

10.  Typically, students with teaching experience take the same requirements as those without teaching experience.  Classroom experience can be used towards pre-student teaching requirements and on rare occasionally, a student may complete student teaching while on the job.  
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11.  A student must complete at least 30 credits at EMU.  The policy is also that a student complete 9 credits in his/her major and 6 credits is his/her minor at Eastern.  The major/minor residency requirement can be waived by the major/minor department.

12.    The number of months varies widely.  The average number of months needed to complete the program for students recommended in the Winter 2003 was 29 months.  Our students do not necessarily attend full-time.  The program can be completed in fewer than 2.5 years.  
13.  Please see the attached list of majors and minors for elementary and secondary.

14.  Major and minor requirements are evaluated course by course.  At the secondary level, this is done within the major or minor department.  At the elementary level, this is done by the College of Education.
15.  Both the post-baccalaureate advisor and the faculty from the major/minor department evaluate transcripts.  Final determination of major/minor requirements is made by the major/minor department.

16.  One full time advisor serves post-baccalaureate students exclusively.  One advisor meets with pre-admission post-baccalaureate students in addition to other advising requirements.  About 48 advisors throughout the major/minor departments and College of Education advise pre-admission post-baccalaureate students and advise on the specific major/minor.

17.  Eastern requires group advising.  After group advising a student can make an individual advising appointment.  Information is shared on Web pages, newsletters, and a listserv.
18.  The program does not require full-time enrollment.
