Group advising allows for flexibility and creativity in meeting students’ needs.  Beginning with defining  “Group Advising” will be followed by some basic tenets for exploring reasons for offering group advising and making groups personal. Benefits and challenges will be discussed, as well as various ideas for delivery.  Participants will have the opportunity share their experiences with group advising methods and outcomes.
