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Abstract
Two NACADA documents, the Concept of Academic Advising (2006) and the Core Values of Academic Advising (2005), have encouraged us to move beyond discussions about prescriptive and developmental advising and to delve into the concept that advising is learning-centered.  The next step is to move from an espoused theory to a theory-in-practice.  In what concrete ways can we incorporate learning into our every day advising practices?  What do we know about how people learn that can help us make advising more learning-centered?

This session will focus on learning-centered advising.  We’ll look at specific strategies that extend advising beyond scheduling classes.  

Topics to be explored include:  
· constructing and communicating learning objectives for advising 
· strategies for helping students understand the nature and purpose of higher education  

· supporting students in identifying realistic academic and career goals 
· methods for encouraging students to integrate their learning and to see its relevance to their lives  
Our time is precious, and demands on our time are great and growing.  So we’ll also consider how to make time for these important topics.
At the end of this session, we should have a clearer understanding of the role of an advisor-as-teacher and a renewed appreciation of the importance of advising to student development and success.  We’ll also leave with some learning-based approaches to infuse into our day-to-day advising practices.
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
