Some of this support includes conference registration, bill paying, collection of fees, regional communications, web support and continued support for region chairs and region conference chairs.  

*It is recommended that Region Accounts reserve approximately $3000 for contingency funds in case a regional conference does not meet expected attendance and revenue falls below expenses.
