NACADA presenters at the Chicago Annual Conference who are bringing their own data projector for their session: 
INSTRUCTIONS:  Be sure to bring the VGA cable that came with your data projector. The audio-visual vendor cannot supply video cable for each of the eight rooms each hour where presenters are using their own projectors. There will be a table to set your projector on and a screen in the room on which to project your images.
COMPUTERS: Computers are the presenter's responsibility.  NACADA does not provide them. Prior to the conference, please be familiar with your own computer and how to connect it to and use a data projector. If you have any concerns about using your computer with a data projector, go to the Speaker Ready Room (Group Office, East Tower, Gold Level) well before your presentation time and practice. The hotel will have several competent audio-visual technicians available to answer questions but they won't be available to each of the breakout rooms during the conference. If you need help, the Hyatt technicians will be standing in the hallways waiting to provide assistance. Be sure to bring two copies of your presentation in case one fails to operate.  

SPEAKER READY ROOM: There is a preview room (Group Office, East Tower, Gold Level) for presenters at the conference. It will have a screen, audiovisual equipment and Internet access. You can test your computer and data projector in that room during conference hours on Wednesday-Saturday.  The room is identified on the hotel map, on the back page of the program you’ll receive when you check in at the conference.
